Steering Committee on Actions to Prevent Money Laundering and Terrorist Financing

Ministry of Justice

The Minister of Justice has redefined the role of the Steering Committee on actions to prevent
money laundering and terrorist financing and re-appointed representatives of additional parties
concerned. The role of the Steering Committee is to provide advice and formulate policy in this area.

The tasks of the Steering Committee are as follows:

1.

to formulate policy, ensure oversight and co-operation and co-ordinate preventive actions
against money laundering and terrorist financing, including funding for weapons of mass
destruction (WMD);

to ensure follow-up and improvements in connection with recommendations of FATF
(Financial Action Task Force);

to promote co-ordinated supervision based on appropriate legal provisions;
to advise the government with regard to FATF issues;

to participate in the introduction of and amendments to the regulatory framework on
actions to prevent money laundering and terrorist financing, and the preparation of a risk
assessment;

to promote education and increased knowledge about actions to prevent money laundering
and terrorist financing.
